The company CERTIS Europe B.V. has requested a label extension in France for the ERADICOAT MAX 

(formulation code: CE-10239-I) according to article 51 Regulation (EC) no 1107/20091 

This document describes the specific conditions of use and labelling required for extension of the registration of 

ERADICOAT MAX (CE-10239-I) containing maltodextrin in France. 

The conclusions of the risk assessment are based on the already existing registration of the preparation in France. 

Therefore, the evaluation of the current application is limited to the points not covered by the existing registration. 

Appendix 1 of this document provides a copy of the French Decision. 

Appendix 2 of this document is a copy of the draft product label as proposed by the applicant. 

Appendix 3 of this document is a copy of the letter(s) of access. 

1 DETAILS OF THE APPLICATION 

1.1 Application background 

ERADICOAT MAX is a soluble concentrate product containing 476 g/L maltodextrin, for use as an insecticide for 

the control of various pests. The aim of this registration application is to gain a label extension for crops of banana, 

mango, pineapple, papaya, avocado, sweet almond, walnut, pistachio, hazelnut, seed production crops, roses, floral 

and bedding plants, ornamental trees, tree nursery and perennials, blackcurrant, raspberry, cherry, fig, kaki, kiwaï, 

pomegranate, soursop, passion fruit, lychee, artichoke and cardoon, asparagus, beetroot, celery, chicory roots, 

lettuce, spinach, fresh beans, fresh peas, sweet maize, turnip, onion, salsify, tobacco, hop and palm tree. 

The complete GAP for the national application in France is provided below, under point 2.3. 

1.2 Active substance approval 

Maltodextrin

In this overall assessment Member States shall pay particular attention to:

(b) the potential risk to honeybees and non-target arthropods.  

Conditions of use shall include risk mitigation measures, where appropriate.

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1.3 Regulatory approach 

The present application (n°2021-1048) was evaluated in France by the French Agency for Food, Environmental and 

Occupational Health & Safety (Anses).  

The current document based on Anses’ assessment of the application submitted for this product is in compliance 

with Regulation (EC) no 1107/2009, implementing regulations and French regulations. 

Since the application is intended for use in France only, the draft Part A was not circulated for comments. 

 

According to the French law and procedures, specific conditions of use are set out in the Decision letter. 

The French Order of 4th May 20172  provides that: 

- unless formally stated in the product authorisation, the pre harvest interval (PHI) is at least 3 days; 

- unless formally stated in the product authorisation, the minimum buffer zone alongside a water body is 5 m; 

- unless formally stated in the product authorisation, the minimum re-entry period is 6 hours for field uses and 8 

hours for indoor uses. 

Drift reduction measures such as low-drift nozzles are not considered within the decision making process in France. 

However, drift buffer zones may be reduced under some circumstances as explained in appendix 3 of the above-

mentioned French order. 

The data taken into account are those deemed to be valid either at European Union level or at zonal/national level. 

This part A presents a summary of essential scientific points upon which recommendations are based and is not 

intended to show the assessment in detail. 

The conclusions relating to the acceptability of risk are based on the criteria indicated in Regulation (EU) 

N°546/20113 , and are expressed as “acceptable” or “not acceptable”/“not finalised” in accordance with those 

criteria. 

Finally, the French Order of 12 April 20214 provides that: 

-  an authorisation granted for a « reference » crop applies also for “linked” crops unless formally stated in the 

decision 

- the “reference” and “linked crops are defined in appendix 1 of that French order. . 

Thus, at French national level, possible extrapolation of submitted data and the corresponding assessment from 

“reference” crops to “linked” ones are undertaken even if not clearly requested by the applicant in their dRR, and a 

conclusion is reached on the acceptability of the intended uses on those “linked” crops. The aim of this Order, 

mainly based on the EU document on residue data extrapolation5 is to supply “minor” crops with registered plant 

protection products. 

Therefore the GAP table (Section 2.3) and Decision may include uses on crops not originally requested by the 

applicant. The Decision, as reproduced in Appendix 1, takes also into account national provisions, including 

national mitigation measures. 

1.4 Data protection claims 

There is no new data submitted with this application. 

Data protection is claimed in accordance with Article 59 of Regulation (EC) No. 1107/2009 as provided for in the

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3 RISK MANAGEMENT 

3.1 Reasoned statement of the overall conclusions taken in accordance with the Uniform 

Principles  

3.1.1 Physical and chemical properties 

Not relevant for extension of authorisation according article 51. 

3.1.2 Methods of analysis 

3.1.2.1 Analytical method for the formulation 

Not relevant for extension of authorisation according article 51. 

3.1.2.2 Analytical methods for residues 

Further data for this application are not necessary. 

3.1.3 Mammalian Toxicology  

Based on European evaluation of the active substance, the determination of reference values has been considered not 

necessary. Therefore, and based on available data, no risk for human health are expected for operator, bystander, 

resident and workers if the product is used as intended. 

For details of personal protective equipment for operators and workers, refer to the Decision in Appendix 1 of 

product authorisation. 

3.1.4 Residues and Consumer Exposure 

The active substance maltodextrin is included to annex IV of regulation (EC) n°396/2005, listing substances for 

which no MRL are required. 

However, the implementing regulation approving maltodextrin as an active substance asks member states to pay 

particular attention to “the potential increased growth of fungi and possible presence of mycotoxins on the surface of 

treated fruits” that may occur following the use of products containing maltodextrin.  

Post authorisation data have already been requested by France in the framework of the application for authorisation 

of the product ERADICOAT MAX (n°AMM 2190191) and are still required. 

This post-authorisation data requirement is under evaluation by Ireland (as zRMS) and will be provided at the time 

of product renewal. 

3.1.5 Environmental fate and behaviour 

According to previous risk assessments performed by Anses, no unacceptable risk for groundwater is expected. 

Similar mitigation measures as defined for previous risk assessment apply. 

3.1.6 Ecotoxicology  

According to previous risk assessments performed by Anses, no unacceptable risk for terrestrial and aquatic non-

target organisms is expected, except for bees. The new study on tunnel provided to meet the requirements of 

Regulation (EU) No. 284/2013 does not allow to finalise the risk for these organisms, the dose tested in the 

study being lower than the dose requested for all uses. The risk for bees is considered as not finalised for 

intended uses in field and under tunnels. 

Mitigation measures is undertaken. 
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3.1.7 Efficacy 

According to Article 51 of Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009, the efficacy assessment and the absence of any 

phytotoxicity risk on the crop is not necessary. 

3.2 Conclusions arising from French assessment 

Taking into account the above assessment, an authorisation can be granted as proposed in Appendix 1 – Copy of the 

product Decision. 

3.3 Further information to permit a decision to be made or to support a review of the 

conditions and restrictions associated with the authorisation
