1 Details of the application 

The company CERTIS EUROPE B.V. has requested a marketing authorisation in France for the product 

MANSA (EC: Pyrethrins 4% EC), containing 40g/L pyrethrins as an insecticide for professional uses. 

The risk assessment conclusions provided in this document are based on the information, data and 

assessments provided in the Registration Report, Part B Sections 1-10 and Part C, and where appropriate 

the addenda for France. The information, data and assessments provided in the Registration Report, Part 

B include assessment of further data or information as required at national registration by EU regulations. 

It also includes assessment of data and information related to MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) where those 

data have not been considered in the EU peer review process. Otherwise assessments for the safe use of 

MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) have been made using endpoints agreed in the EU peer review of 

pyrethrins. 

This document describes the specific conditions of use and labelling required for France for the 

registration of MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC). 

Appendix 1 of this document provides a copy of the product authorisation. 

Appendix 2 of this document contains a copy of the product label (draft as proposed by the applicant). 

Appendix 3 of this document contains a copy of the Letters of Access. 

Appendix 4 of this document provides the list of data considered for national authorisation.  

1.1 Application background 

The present registration report concerns the evaluation of CERTIS EUROPE B.V.’s application to market 

MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) in France as an insecticide (product uses described under point 2.3). France 

acted as an interzonal (protected uses) and zonal (field uses) Rapporteur Member State (izRMS) for this 

request and assessed the application submitted for the first authorisation of this product in France and in 

other MSs of the European Union.   

The present application (2017-3153) was evaluated in France by the French Agency for Food, 

Environmental and Occupational Health & Safety (Anses) in the context of the zonal procedure for all 

Member States of the Southern zone for field uses and for all Member States of the European Union for 

protected uses, taking into account the worst-case uses (“risk envelope approach”)1 – the highest 

application rates applied for in the Southern zone for field uses and for all Member States of the European 

Union for protected uses. When risk mitigation measures were necessary, they are adapted to the situation 

in France. 

The current document (RR) based on Anses’ assessment of the application submitted for this product is in 

compliance with Regulation (EC) no 1107/20092, implementing regulations, and French regulations. 

The data taken into account are those deemed to be valid either at European Union level or at 

zonal/national level. This part A of the RR presents a summary of essential scientific points upon which

2.5 Risk management 

According to the French law and procedures, specific conditions of use are set out in the Decision letter. 

The French Order of 4th May 2017 4 provides that: 

- unless otherwise stated in the product authorisation, the pre harvest interval (PHI) is at least 3 days; 

- unless otherwise stated in the product authorisation, the minimum buffer zone alongside a water body 

is 5 metres; 

- unless otherwise stated in the product authorisation, the minimum re-entry period is 8 hours for indoor 

uses. 

Drift reduction measures such as low-drift nozzles are not considered within the decision-making process 

in France. However, non-spraying buffer zones may be reduced under some circumstances as explained 

in appendix 3 of the above-mentioned French Order. 

Finally, the French Order of 26 March 20145 provides that: 

-  an authorisation granted for a “reference” crop applies also for “linked” crops, unless formally stated 

in the Decision 

- the “reference” and “linked” crops are defined in Appendix 1 of that French Order. 

Thus, at French national level, possible extrapolation of submitted data and the corresponding assessment 

from “reference” crops to “related” ones are undertaken even if not clearly requested by the applicant in 

their dRR, and a conclusion is also reached on the acceptability of the intended uses on those “related” 

crops. The aim of this Order, mainly based on the EU document on residue data extrapolation6 is to 

supply “minor” crops with registered plant protection products. 

Therefore the GAP table (Section 2.3) and Decision may include uses on crops not originally requested 

by the applicant. 

The Decision, as reproduced in Appendix 1, takes also into account national provisions, including 

national mitigation measures.

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3 Background of authorisation decision and risk management 

3.1 Physical and chemical properties (Part B, Section 2) 

MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) is an Emulsifiable Concentrate (EC). All studies have been performed in 

accordance with the current requirements and the results are deemed to be acceptable. The product is a 

light amber yellowish transparent liquid, with a wooden odour. It is not explosive and has no oxidising 

properties. The product has a flash point of 79.5°C. It has a self-ignition temperature of 341.9°C. In 

aqueous solution (1% dilution), its pH is around 6.00 at 25.5°C. There is no effect of low and high 

temperature on the stability of the formulation, since after 7 days at 0°C and 14 days at 54°C, neither the 

active ingredient content nor the technical properties were changed. The stability data indicate a shelf life 

of at least 2 years at ambient temperature.  Its technical characteristics are acceptable for an Emulsifiable 

Concentrate. 

The formulation is not classified for the physico-chemical aspect. 

3.2 Efficacy (Part B, Section 3) 

The efficacy level of MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) is considered as acceptable for the control of 

whiteflies in solanaceae and cucurbits (tomato, pepper, melon and cucumber). The efficacy level of the 

preparation is however considered as insufficient for the control of aphids in melon and cucumber, the 

aphid Aphis gossypii, the major species on these crops, being poorly sensitive to pyrethrins. Regarding the 

absence or lack of efficacy data and the lack of available knowledge on the use of pyrethrins for these 

uses, the assessment of MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) efficacy on aphids in cherry, tomato, pepper, salads 

and strawberry cannot be considered as compliant. Regarding the lack of valid efficacy data, the 

assessment of MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) efficacy on leafhoppers in grapevine and aphids in peach and 

plum cannot be finalised. It must be noted that rapeseed, castor and soybean oils, identified in the 

preparation as co-formulants, could be responsible for a part of the overall effectiveness of the 

preparation although the levels of activity for which they are responsible were not clearly demonstrated. 

3.3 Efficacy data  

3.3.1 Information on the occurrence or possible occurrence of the 

development of resistance 

The risk of resistance to pyrethrins does not require any monitoring data for the claimed uses. 

3.3.2 Adverse effects on treated crops 

The phytotoxicity level of MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) is considered as acceptable for the claimed uses;  

The risk of negative impact of MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) on yield and propagation is considered as 

negligible; 

The risks of negative impact on quality and wine-making process are considered as acceptable; 

The risk of negative impact of MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) on succeeding crops is considered as 
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negligible;  

3.3.3 Observations on other undesirable or unintended side-effects 

The risk of negative impact of the preparation on adjacent crops is judged acceptable. Nevertheless, 

specific attention should be paid to the conditions of application of MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) next to 

ornamental crops. 

3.4 Methods of analysis (Part B, Section 5) 

3.4.1 Analytical method for the formulation 

Analytical method for the determination of the active substance in the formulation is available and 

validated. As no relevant impurity has been defined for the active substance Pyrethrins, no analytical 

method is required  

3.4.2 Analytical methods for residues 

Analytical method is available in the Draft Assessment Report/this dossier and validated for the 

determination of residues of Pyrethrins in plants (high water content commodities). 

 

Analytical methods are not available in the Draft Assessment Report/this dossier and validated for the 

determination of residues of Pyrethrins in food of animal origin, soil, water (surface and drinking) and air.  

3.5 Mammalian toxicology (Part B, Section 6) 

3.5.1 Acute toxicity 

MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) containing 40 g/L pyrethrins has a low toxicity in respect to acute oral, 

inhalation and dermal toxicity and is not irritating to the rabbit skin or eye and is not a skin sensitizer.

(Pyrethrins 4% EC) indoor and outdoor is acceptable with a working coverall (90% protection factor) and 

gloves during mixing/loading and application. 
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3.5.3 Worker exposure 

Workers may have to enter treated areas after treatment for crop reaching / picking / searching / cutting / 

sorting / bundling / carrying / harvesting activities.

It is concluded that without taking into account a re-entry period, there is no unacceptable risk anticipated 

for workers wearing a working coverall and gloves, when re-entering crops treated with MANSA (Pyre-

thrins 4% EC). 

3.5.4 Bystander and resident exposure 

In the absence of AAOEL determined for pyrethrins, it is considered that the risk assessment for the by-

stander is covered by the resident risk assessment. 

Indeed, only resident exposure is provided since, according to Commission Guidance Document on the 

assessment of exposure of operators, workers, residents and bystanders in risk assessment for plant pro-

tection products (SANTE-10832-2015 rev. 1.7 24 January 2017): “No bystander risk assessment is re-

quired for PPPs that do not have significant acute toxicity or the potential to exert toxic effects after a 

single exposure. Exposure in this case will be determined by average exposure over a longer duration, and 

higher exposures on one day will tend to be offset by lower exposures on other days. Therefore, exposure 

assessment for residents also covers bystander exposure.”

It is concluded that there is no unacceptable risk to the resident exposed to MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC). 

3.6 Residues and consumer exposure (Part B, Section 7) 

3.6.1 Residues 

For outdoor uses, an exceedance of current MRLs for pyrethrins in tomatoes, eggplants, grapes, 

strawberries, cucurbits with inedible peel and peach as laid down in Reg. (EU) 396/2005 is not expected. 

For protected uses, an exceedance of current MRLs for pyrethrins in tomato (eggplants), pepper, 

cucurbits with edible peel and strawberry as laid down in Reg. (EU) 396/2005 is not expected. 

3.6.2 Consumer exposure 

For outdoor uses, the chronic and the short-term intakes of pyrethrins residues are unlikely to present a 
public health concern regarding the provisional residue definition for risk assessment set as “pyrethrins, 
sum of pyrethrin 1&2, cinerin 1&2 and jasmolin 1&2" but there is uncertainties related to the 
pyrethrolone metabolites and the toxicological relevance of hydroxy-chrysanthemic acid metabolites. 

For protected uses, the chronic and the short-term intakes of pyrethrins residues are unlikely to present a 
public health concern regarding the provisional residue definition for risk assessment set as “pyrethrins, 
sum of pyrethrin 1&2, cinerin 1&2 and jasmolin 1&2" but there is uncertainties related to the 
pyrethrolone metabolites and the toxicological relevance of hydroxy-chrysanthemic acid metabolites. 

Confirmatory data regarding these uncertainties were further submitted. Nevertheless as:   

­ Confirmatory data were not considered sufficient by EFSA to address in general the fate of the 
pyrethrolone moiety or of the hydroxy-chrysanthemic acid metabolites in treated crops and to 
demonstrate that residues of metabolites will be regularly below LOQ or not even formed.  

­ Information on the toxicity (including genotoxicity) of the metabolites were not considered 
sufficient by EFSA to conclude on their toxicological profile, EFSA considered that a firm 
conclusion on the consumer risk assessment is still not possible and further evidence is necessary 
to ascertain the actual exposure and risk potential for the consumer related to the use of pyrethrins

Consequently no final conclusion can be reached for the intended uses on edible crops of the preparation 

MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC). 

3.7 Environmental fate and behaviour (Part B, Section 8) 

The fate and behaviour in the environment have been evaluated according to the requirements of 

Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009. Appropriate endpoints from the EU conclusions were used to calculate 

PEC values for the active substance and its metabolites for the intended use patterns. In cases where 

deviations from the EU agreed endpoints were considered appropriate (for example when additional 

studies are provided), such deviations were highlighted and justified accordingly. 

The PEC of pyrethrin 1 and its metabolites in soil, surface water and groundwater have been assessed 

according to FOCUS guidance documents, with standard FOCUS scenarios to obtain outputs from the 

FOCUS models, and the endpoints established in the EU conclusions or agreed in the assessment based 

on new data provided.  

3.7.1 Predicted environmental concentrations in soil (PECsoil) 

PECsoil derived for the pyrethrin 1 and its metabolites are used for the ecotoxicological risk assessment. 

3.7.2 Predicted environmental concentrations in groundwater (PECgw) 

PECgw for pyrethrin 1 do not occur at levels exceeding those mentioned in regulation EC 1107/2009. 

Therefore, no unacceptable risk of groundwater contamination is expected for the intended uses.  

According to RMS Italy, confirmatory data assessed in addendum of July 2016 demonstrate that pyrethrin 

1 is representative with respect to the environmental assessment of all the pyrethrin components. 

However, for pyrethrin 1, studies are available only with material labelled at the cyclopropane ring only. 

Therefore, a data gap has been identified to address the fate and behaviour of the cyclopentelone moiety 

after the rupture of the ester bridge in the pyrethrins (normally first degradation step). Despite RMS’ 

request, this data gap has not been addressed in the current submission. Therefore in agreement with 

EFSA conclusions, zRMS considers that the environmental risk assessment cannot be acceptable 

based on the available data except for greenhouse in case of soil-less systems) or closed buildings (no 

exposure expected). 

3.7.3 Predicted environmental concentrations in surface water (PECsw) 

Surface water exposure calculations could not be validated due to several major deviations. Consequently, 

the exposure assessment for surface water compartment cannot be finalized except for greenhouse (soil-

less cultivation) and closed buildings (no exposure expected) (see below for more details about 

ecotoxicology section). 

3.7.4 Predicted environmental concentrations in air (PECair) 

Based on vapour pressure, information on volatilisation from plants and soil, and DT50 calculation, no 

significant contamination of the air compartment is expected for the intended uses. 
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3.8 Ecotoxicology (Part B, Section 9) 

The ecotoxicological risk assessment of the formulation was performed according to the requirements of 

Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009. Appropriate endpoints from the EU conclusions for the active 

substance(s) and its/their metabolites were used for the intended use patterns. In cases where deviations 

from the EU agreed endpoints were considered appropriate (for example when additional studies are 

provided), such deviations were highlighted and justified accordingly. 

Based on the guidance documents, for greenhouse (soil-less systems) the risks for non-target species are 

acceptable as exposure is considered negligible. 

For intended uses other than greenhouse (soil-less systems), the risks for birds, mammals, bees and other 

non-target arthropods, and terrestrial plants are acceptable, including mitigation measures for bees and 

non-target arthropods. However, the available data in the E-fate section are not sufficient to determine a 

complete degradation scheme in soil and water systems for pyrethrins (see section 8 for details). 

Therefore, the risk assessment for secondary poisoning of fish-eating bird and mammals, for soil and 

aquatic organisms cannot be finalized as it is not possible to state that all the metabolites of pyrethrins 

have been identified. It is not possible to conclude to an acceptable risk for bird, mammals, soil and 

aquatic organisms. 

3.8.1 Effects on bees  

Given that MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) is an insecticide, following specific precaution statements is 
proposed for bees for uses in for uses in greenhouses: 

Precaution should be taken when introducing pollinators. May affect beneficial insects for uses in soil-
less systems and soil-bound systems. 

3.8.2 Effects on other arthropod species other than bees 

The use of MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) in soil-less systems and soil-bound systems, may affect 

beneficial insects. 

For uses other than greenhouses or closed buildings, MANSA (Pyrethrins 4% EC) does not pose an 

unacceptable risk to non-target arthropods in in-field and off-field areas including a:  

- 20 m buffer zone to non-agricultural land for use on ornamental trees 

- 5 m buffer zone to non-agricultural land for use on ornamentals >50cm 

3.9 Relevance of metabolites (Part B, Section 10) 

Not relevant. See section 2.1 (Identity).

SENSIBILITE DES VEGETAUX TRAITES 

Aucune sensibilité particulière n'a été notée concernant les cultures traitées avec MANSA®. Cependant, en raison de 
la diversité des cultures qui peuvent être traitées, nous recommandons d’effectuer un test sur quelques plantes avant 
d’étendre le traitement à la parcelle entière.
